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What is ‘Rushmoor Creative Spaces’?

Rushmoor Creative Spaces is a programme open to creatives, artists,
professionals working in heritage, arts organisations and artist
collectives living or working in Rushmoor. The purpose is to find space,
free of charge, to help you develop your practice. Creative Spaces
connects those who have available space in the area with those who
need the space. We work with partners across Rushmoor to match your
needs with what’s available locally. Spaces can be utilised for one off
sessions, a short series, or longer residences of up to 12 weeks.

We welcome applications from a range of professionals to utilise
spaces across artforms including music, theatre, dance, visual arts,
literature, combined arts and heritage practice. Selected creatives will
be supported with a space free of charge to practice their art,
experiment with new creative techniques, hold meetings, trial
workshops and develop their ideas.

This programme forms part of Hampshire Cultural Trust’s work as an
Arts Council England funded National Portfolio Organisation. For more
information on our Cultural Development work and opportunities
across Rushmoor, visit Culture Connects and make sure you are signed
up to the Culture Connects newsletter for regular updates.

Artist Commitments

Animate the space through your artistic practice - make regular,
active use of the space and keep it safe and free from hazards.
Commit to the programme and maximise the opportunity
throughout your period of occupation

Keep in touch with the Cultural Development team during your
residency.

Provide light-touch documentation of your project e.g. blog / case
study that can be shared through Culture Connects

Participate in evaluation to help shape the future of our cultural
development programme in Rushmoor.

Commit to following audience evaluation guidelines if your work
includes members of the public

Ensure you have appropriate training and policies in place if your
work includes working with members of the public, including
children and adults at risk

Adhere to any policies and conditions set by the operator of any
space provided

Provide or negotiate with independent partner space at no cost for
an agreed period of time during agreed hours
Provide advice and assistance on raising additional resources, such
as grants to support practice development.

Provide an induction to the space and make introductions so that
artists can connect with the creative sector locally

Support artists to develop methods for sharing their Rushmoor
Artists Spaces experience with wider audiences

Provide access to one-to-one meetings with the the Cultural
Development Team to catch up, reflect and review progress

The Boyce Building is 2 1930's
wooden barrack block and was once
the home of the Regimental
Administration Offices for the camp.
The venue is typically hired for
meetings, talks, classes, workshops,
events and functions.

Facilities and equipment include main
room (standing capacity 60, seated
capacity 50), kitchen, toilets including
accessible toilet, car parking (20
spaces), Wi-fi, TV screen, tables &
chairs, cutlery & crockery and
flipchart. Conditions/restrictions on
use include no smoking.

An aspirational space comprising several
rooms of different sizes. LoveYourStudio is
available at non-peak times for artists use.

Its owner has a
vision for the space as the hub of the local
creative community, and part of the
mezzanine is a workspace where creatives
are welcome to work.

e Support the development of your professional practice in Rushmoor
* Increase engagement or participation in arts and cultural activity,
either with the public or within the creative sector
e Strengthen local creative networks, partnerships or relationships
with venues, communities or peers
e Generate learning about creative practice, place-based working or
engagement approaches

Applications will be reviewed by a panel made up of representatives
from Hampshire Cultural Trust, Rushmoor Borough Council and
LoveYour.Studio.

To be eligible for this programme, you must be an artist, creative,
someone representing local heritage, an arts organisation or artist
collective living or working in Rushmoor and be aged over 18.

We are keen to work with creatives from a variety of backgrounds with
different skills, stories, and experiences. We actively seek applications
from our diverse communities including global majority, deaf, disabled,
neurodivergent and LGBTQ+ to represent diverse lived experiences in
our projects.

Artists will need to have their own public liability insurance.

Can | apply with someone else?
Yes, we welcome applications from groups of artists/creatives or artist
collectives.

Can | apply for more than one space?
Yes, you can apply for more than one space and each application will be
assessed individually.

Can | visit the spaces beforehand?

Unfortunately, we cannot guarantee visits to spaces during the
application process. We have created a pack with additional information
on spaces and pictures/videos where possible for you to view prior to

applying.

Can | apply if | don’t live or work in Rushmoor?

Priority for spaces will be given to applications from artists/creatives that
live or work in Rushmoor. Artists who do not currently live or work in
Rushmoor may apply if they are able to demonstrate that they will bring
something innovative and exciting to the borough during the programme.

How will submissions be selected?

All applications will be reviewed by a panel who will be looking for how
artists demonstrate they are actively engaging with our Cultural
Development aims through their practice.

I’m disabled / neurodivergent — can | get support with the application?
Yes. We welcome conversations about access and support.
